OUR HISTORY
Redeemed Campus Fellowship (RCF) was established in the early 1990s in 
Nigeria as the campus expression of the Redeemed Christian Church of God 
(RCCG), with a clear mandate to disciple students and uphold godly values in 
academic spaces. Over the years, RCF expanded to the United States, 
gradually becoming a spiritual home for students on nearly 100 campuses.

In 2022, a new era began. Through the refocused leadership of RCF Americas 1, 
our fellowship entered a season of stronger unity, centralized direction, and a 
renewed commitment to raising the spiritual and operational standard of our 
work nationwide. It marked a fresh move of God among us — one built on 
clarity, collaboration, and excellence.

Along the way, we’ve raised leaders, hosted national gatherings, and served as 
a bridge between campus and the Church. Through it all, one thing has 
remained: our heart for Evangelism, Revival, and Righteousness wherever God 
plants us.

OUR ASSIGNMENT
God has sent us to raise generations of Christ-centered leaders, students at 
every level (BS, MS, PhD, MBA, JD, and more) who are grounded in faith, 
successful in their academics, and equipped to make a lasting impact. We 
disciple through sound biblical teaching, genuine community, and effectual, 
fervent prayer, helping students grow in their relationship with God, build 
spiritual strength, and live out their faith boldly and consistently.

We see campuses where God’s Kingdom is established, students influence 
culture without losing their fire, and the Church is strengthened because its 
students stayed connected long after graduation.

WHY CAMPUS FELLOWSHIP
MATTERS
The university campus is the most decisive 
mission field of our time. Nearly 70% of 
Christian students stop attending church 
during college. Years of prayers, teaching, and 
sacrifice from parents and churches can fade 
in just a few semesters. Many don’t see the 
threat until it touches their own child,  when 
convictions they labored to build are undone 
by the negative influences of today’s campus 
environment.

On every campus, ideologies hostile to 
biblical truth are not only taught, they are 
celebrated. Media, professors, and peer 
groups disciple students daily into worldviews 
that reject Christ. At the same time, students 
are hungry for answers. They are searching for 
identity, open to truth, and longing for 
direction. A strong campus fellowship 
provides what they cannot find elsewhere, 
God’s Word and a Christ centered 
community.

Christ’s mandate in Matt 28:19 is clear: “Go and 
make disciples of all nations” - and the nations 
are already gathered on our campuses. If we 
ignore this mission today, we will fight 
tomorrow to restore what was lost. But if we 
build now, we will raise a generation that stands 
firm, lives boldly, and carries the Gospel into 
every corner of society.

OUR MAJOR INITIATIVES

We are intentional about discipleship. Just as 
students grow academically, they must also grow 
spiritually. ILT offers campus-specific and 
RCCG-sourced teachings that equip students for 
long-term impact, with outcomes like maturity, 
leadership readiness, ordinations, and certifications.

Each month, we visit 2–3 campuses, as led by God. 
The tour helps us to launch or revive fellowships, 
strengthen local RCFs, and claim new ground for 
Christ. Local executives receive training, campuses 
are covered in prayer, Bibles are shared, and special 
campus-wide events at each school ignite students 
with fire and vision.

The FIRE Conference is our most sought-after 
initiative because when students gather, amazing 
things happen. Faith is stirred, testimonies abound, 
and hearts are set ablaze. Through days of worship, 
teaching, and fellowship, students encounter God, 
are baptized, surrender fully, and rise as leaders who 
carry revival back to their campuses.

We say it loud and proud: prayer is our engine! Out of 
deep hunger for God, students nationwide gather 
daily for midnight prayer, interceding for campuses, 
leaders, and peers. From 24-hour marathons to 
regional prayer burdens, a growing army of 
watchmen keeps the altar burning. With so much at 
stake, we declare: men ought always to pray!

Serves as the first point of contact for new 
and incoming fellowships. Guides groups 
through registration, compliance, and 
connections to the right resources, while 
also helping discover new opportunities for 
future chapters.

   2. RCF Institute of Leadership & 
Theology (ILT)

Develops Bible study curricula and doctrinal 
resources rooted in sound biblical truth, 
equipping students for spiritual maturity. 
Leaders are trained through mentorship, 
development, and ordination pathways, 
aligned with RCF’s apostolic vision and the 
RCCG global mandate.

     3. RCF Prayer Watchmen

Lead national rhythms of prayer and fasting, 
including daily watches and semesterly 
marathons. Intercessors cover chapters, 
leaders, and initiatives, ensuring prayer 
undergirds every aspect of the mission.

Provides consistent coverage and relational 
depth for every chapter. Through advisors 
and advocates, fellowships remain spiritually 
supported, organizationally connected, and 
relationally strengthened across the 
network.
